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Late Pick up Policy

As per the parent handbook, | would like to
remind all families of this policy:

The centre closes at 5:30 PM. The parent must
inform the centre in advance of any delay. A
late fee will be charged of $10.00 for the first
five (5) minutes or part thereof, and $5.00 for
every subsequent five-minute period
thereafter.

All charges are to be paid in cash
within 48 hours. Any charges not paid will be
considered delinquent and may result in
termination of service.

Winter weather

Winter is here and the children still have
outdoor play, weather permitting, for
approx. 45 minutes each morning and
afternoon. Please ensure your child is
dressed for outdoor conditions.
Necessities......... snow pants, boots, hat,
warm mittens and a neck warmer --please
leave an extra change of clothes for your

child. Please be sure to label your children’s

clothing and footwear.

The Public health temperature guidelines
state that -15 degrees Celsius is the point
where hypothermia is a risk to toddlers.
Any day that the temperature is -15 Celsius

or colder, including the wind chill factor, the

toddlers will not be going outside. The
guideline for preschoolers is -20 Celsius.
The period of time outside will be adjusted
according to the temperature.

Winter inside....

(when snow arrives)

In order to keep our hallways, locker areas
and play spaces clean and dry we request
you remove your outdoor footwear, inside
the main entrance and also your child’s
boots upon arrival. Children must wear

shoes inside at all times. With your co-
operation our playrooms and hallways will
remain clean and dry at all times.
